The Ministry of Transport notifies that with effect from
4th June 2009 the VFR flights in the airspace of “G* and
“E" class, where the state boundary of the Czech Republic
is crossed to/from the states of the Schengen areaz, are
exempted from the obligation to submit a flight plan.

This notification does not affect any obligations regarding
submission of flight plans, which are valid in other states of
the Schengen area.

Exception to the obligation to submit the flight plan can be,
if needed, temporarily or permanently cancelled.
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
